Book Review: Ellen Smith
Rag Rug Handbook, Janet Meany and

Paula Pfaff, Interweave Press, Revised
Edition.
Those of you who have the Guild

Cookbook may have tried my recipe for
chicken enchiladas on pages 40-41. The
sample | wove for the recipe was inspired
by the Rag Rug Handbook. Although I
did not use rags in my sample, the
pattern was the Double Seed Rug,
traditionally known as “chicken tracks.”

I am a person who prefers explicit
instructions and good illustrations, and
this book has both. It begins with a
thorough and basic review of
preparation, process, and design,
including both weft and warp emphasis in
woven rag rugs.

Drafts, illustrations, and black and white
photographs of twenty rug projects are
set forth, with twenty traditional two- and
four-shaft patterns covering a range of
designs. The book also includes
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beautiful color plates of some of the
projects, as well as weaving hints and
design variations for each project. The
directions are clear and concise.

“Extras” include appendices of
explanations of warping methods and
handling very long warps, a
comprehensive glossary of terms,
suppliers list and an exhaustive
bibliography.

The book has a decided theme of the
tradition of weaving rag rugs, and one of
the most interesting chapters is on the
history of looms and loom manufacturers.
Quotes from rag rug weavers are
sprinkled throughout the book, which
personalize the craft and purpose of this
type of weaving. One of my favorites:
“My loom may be loud, but I'll tell you.
That loom sang to me. It sang ‘food on
the table, shoes for the kid.”

If you DO NOT
want your name, e-mail address or
phone number listed, e-mail or give a
written request to one of the members of
the Web Site Development Committee,
and we will remove any information you
specify. The ID is FWWG (case
sensitive) and the password currently is
membership1955.

The Gallery of Photos has two parts.
The first is for photos involving Guild
activities. If you take part in a guild
activity, please take along a digital
camera and record the event. Then,
send the best photos to Historian Ellen
Smith so that we can post some of them
on the web site. The second part is to
display member’'s work.
