Book Review: Jean Walbridge

Navajo Weaving Way: The Path from
Fleece to Rug, Bennett, Noël, and Tiana

Bighorse, Loveland: Interweave Press, Inc.

1997.

When Sue asked me to review Navajo
Weaving Way for the Heddle Herald, I
was thrilled.  Not only is this one of my
very favorite weaving books, it is also
new to the Library, given in honor of my
husband Jim’s mother, Margaret Clark.

Navajo weaver, Tiana Bighorse (1917-
2006), and Anglo artist/weaver, Noël
Kirkish Bennett, wrote the book.  They
met in 1968 while Noël’s husband was at
the Public Health Service in Tuba City,
Arizona.

Their long friendship warms the text in
Navajo Weaving Way.  Shearing sheep,
cleaning and spinning wool, Navajo dyes,
tools and yarns, building and warping a
Navajo loom – all basics of Navajo
weaving, and more are discussed.
Photos and diagrams which accompany
instructions of Navajo weaving
techniques are clear and
understandable; but it is the quotations
from Tiana Bighorse, other weavers and
the traditional lore that capture the
essence of Navajo weaving and make
this weaving book quite different from
other instructional books.

Navajo weaving is both spiritual and
practical, a tactile art form showing hózhó
(a Navajo word best described as order,
beauty, balance and harmony) -- creative
and individual, yet built on tradition.  Noël
and Tiana are masters at weaving and at
expressing the history and culture
contained in the process.

I hope you will find this wonderful book
with the lamb on the cover in the Guild
Library, take it home, and enjoy its
beautiful description of Navajo weaving.
I share this traditional piece with you:

With beauty before me, it is woven
With beauty behind me, it is woven
With beauty above me, it is woven
With beauty below me, it is woven
And in beauty, it is finished.

Proposed Changes to the Guild
Constitution and Bylaws
The following changes, proposed by the
FWWG Board of Directors, were
announced at the September Meeting
and posted on the Guild web site, and
will be voted on for Membership-approval
at the October Guild:

I. Constitution

From => Section 1: The regular
meetings of the Guild shall be held at
10:00 a.m. on the fourth Saturday of
each month, September through May.
The Executive Board may change the
date of any regular meeting.

To => Section 1: The regular meetings
of the Guild shall be held at 10:00 a.m.
on the fourth Saturday of each month,
September through April, with the
following exceptions: there will be no
meeting in November, the December
meeting will held before Christmas on a
Saturday selected by the Membership,
and the May meeting will be held on the
third Saturday of the month.  The
Executive Board may change the date of
any regular meeting.

II. Bylaws –

A. ARTICLE V: DUES

From => Section 1: Annual dues of the
Guild shall be payable in May on a two
(2) tiered basis.  Members who receive
their newsletter via e-mail shall pay $20
(twenty dollars).  Members who choose
to receive their newsletter through the
U.S. Post Office shall pay $25 (twenty-
five dollars).  This shall include all
mailings of the Guild for one year.

To => Section 1: Annual dues of the
Guild shall be payable in May on a two
(2) tiered basis.  Members who receive
the Heddle Herald via e-mail shall pay
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$20 (twenty dollars).  Members who
choose to receive their newsletter
through the regular mail shall pay $20
(twenty dollars) plus the costs of printing
and mailing the newsletter for a year.
These costs will be reviewed by the
Newsletter Editor and changes shall be
presented to the membership in April of
each year.

B. ARTICLE VI: COMMITTEES

Section 1 lists 8 committee chairs.  The
Board proposes changes to one position,
and the addition of two new chairs.

From => G. Sunshine: The Sunshine
Chairman recognizes illness, joys and
sorrows relevant to the Guild members
and is authorized to send cards
appropriate to the occasion.

To => G. Sunshine/Hospitality.  The
Sunshine Chairman/Hospitality Chairman
recognizes illness, joys and sorrows
relevant to the guild members, and is
authorized to send cards appropriate to
the occasion.  The Chairman shall also
arrange for refreshments at each regular
Guild meeting.

New => I. Membership.  The Membership
Chairman shall serve as a contact person
for prospective members, insure that
application brochures are at Guild
events, greet new members and get their
information for the Guild, and distribute
copies of the Member Weaving
Biography to the appropriate officers,
including President, Treasurer,
Newsletter Chair and Yearbook Chair.
The Membership Chair shall also be
responsible for assigning a buddy to
each new member and, if desired, assist
in selecting a mentor.

New => J. Guild Show.  The Guild Show
Chairman shall be responsible for
organizing and coordinating a Guild
Show in a public venue to occur in odd
numbered years.  The Chair shall recruit,
coordinate and oversee all committees
necessary for putting on the Show and
related events.

Linda Lugenbill Workshop
Becky Payne

Those of us who gathered at the
Burleson Electric Co-op on October 6-8
were treated to an incredible three-day
workshop with Linda Lugenbill, Basket
Maker Extraordinaire.  Weaving with
twigs, reeds, branches, sea grass and all
sorts of unimaginable weft materials was
an eye-opening and liberating
experience.  After all, what can be done
to a basket can be adapted to a loom.
Dust off those tapestry looms, and
rethink your materials!

Linda Lugenbill was delightful --
accessible, enthusiastic and so very
gracious with her talents and mountains
of materials.  When you go to a workshop
in which you are totally unfamiliar with
the technique and materials, it’s
wonderful to bring only work clothes and
a sack lunch.  Linda provided everything
needed for a successful workshop.

On Friday, we loosened up our
imaginations, and got familiar with the
materials and the basics of basketry
construction.  Weavers aren’t exactly
used to constructing the loom while
warping and weaving on it.  It was also a
first-time excursion into three-
dimensional form for many of us.

 Linda uses the Random Basketry Nests
as an exercise in liberating the
imagination, one she herself returns to
when she’s feeling creatively challenged
or has an over-abundance of bits and
pieces of material.  “Adopt, adapt and
evolve” is Linda’s mantra, and by the
looks of our finished nests, there are
some pretty flamboyant birds out there in
the mindscape of the Fort Worth
Weaver’s Guild.

Random Basketry Nests

Saturday, we began the second phase --
Sculptural Ribbed Baskets.  Starting with
a frame of curly willow, we created small

flat forms reminiscent of leaves or pods
that became our looms.  Adding round
reed that dried into asymmetrical flowing
warps we then filled in this dressed loom
with a variety of weaving options
presented by Linda.  “Adapt, adopt and
evolve:” we were all on our way in an
incredible variety of approaches.

On Sunday, we returned with tender
fingertips (reeds even softened in water
are not nearly as soft as yarn) to learn
how to create pods with more
dimensional form.  What began as a flat
form technique evolved into more
complicated shapes.  Imagine weaving
with an infinite amount of secondary
warps that are not constrained by the 2-
dimensions of our regular looms.

Sculptural Rib Baskets

Some of us will return again and again to
basket weaving; we’re hooked!  Others
will go back to their traditional looms with
new sensibilities as to what weft
materials are available in the plant world
beyond flax, silk and cotton.  Linda was
an inspiration, her workshop delightful.  It
is a pleasure to meet someone as
generous in sharing talent and materials.

Our annual fall food frenzy to Santa Fe
happened to coincide with the
Crownpoint Navajo Rug Auction this
year.  After living in Albuquerque for a
couple of years in the early seventies, I
always wanted to go to this monthly
event, but had not convinced my
husband it was something he wanted to
do until this year.

After spending two nights in Santa Fe,
we drove to Crownpoint.  The day was
beautiful for the drive north of the Jemez
Mountains through Cuba to Crownpoint.
New Mexico’s "other" roads were well
maintained and devoid of traffic.

On September 15, we arrived at the
school auditorium in Crownpoint before
the rugs.  We were told to return around
five o©clock for the viewing prior to the
auction, which began promptly at seven
o©clock.  We drove down to Grants,
checked into our hotel and returned to
Crownpoint at five.

I had been told to take a notepad on
which to record the rug numbers of the
ones on which I might want to bid.  We
began looking through the stacks of rugs,
separated by size and piled on tables.
There were seven that I thought worthy
of my bid.  Before the bidding began, I
signed in and picked my number – “22.”

At seven o’clock, the auction began.  My
maximum expenditure eliminated several
rugs because of the minimum set by the
weavers.  Each rug was auctioned for
about 40 seconds.  If no one bid, the rug
was set aside as a "no sale.”  One of my
picks was so classified.  I did not bid on it
because the bid began higher than my

maximum.  As the auction proceeded at
lightning pace, many rugs sold . . . many
nice ones and many not so nice.  Some
people seemed to bid just because the
price was low, not because the rug was
particularly good.

I kept my number on my lap for a long
time, then realized the rug that I had liked
that did not sell had come back on the
auction "block" at a price within my
range!  Evidently, the weaver wanted to
sell it so lowered her minimum price.  I
was delighted, and got MY rug. It’s small,
hand spun, a Two Grey Hills and very
well woven.  It looks very pretty on my
dining room wall, and I am happy.

Did you know . . . one could turn
photographs into fiber? Don’t
believe it?  The Suzhou Embroidery
Research Institute has been translating
the photography of Robert Glenn
Ketcham into “masterful compositions in
silk thread.”  Several of these pieces are
included in the Amon Carter Museum’s
Special Exhibit.

On Saturday, October 21, 11:00am,
come to the Amon Carter Museum
Lecture Hall to hear Jo Hill, Director of
Conservation at the University of
California, Los Angeles, Fowler Museum
of Cultural History, speak on the
exquisite embroideries in Threads of
Light: Chinese Embroidery from Suzhou
and the Photography of Robert Glenn
Ketchum.

The Lecture is free, but there is a charge
for the Ketchum Exhibit.  Bring your own
magnifying glass to really see these
outstanding embroideries.

I don’t want fellow-
weavers to have trouble weaving, but it is
nice to find that even the most seasoned
of us can run into the snarl of fiber
disaster from time to time.

If you know of an upcoming event, don’ t keep
it to yourself, share the information so

everyone can see what, where and when it is.
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Apart from a penchant for excessive
draw-in and military-strength tension,
hence broken threads and early lessons
in repair, my first few pieces of were fairly
well done.  Admittedly, they were all plain
weave, but there weren’t any glaring
errors.  Then I bought a loom and struck
out on my own . . . “struck out” being the
operative phrase for a time.  When I fix a
new dish and Sam’s response is, “well,
it’s interesting,” I know it’s something I
should never cook again because he is
not a picky eater.  He saw a good bit of
“interesting” pieces come off the loom,
some with mistakes I’d missed in the
weaving, some just plain ugly.  I’m sure
there were moments he despaired of
every buying the thing for me, but he
never suggested that perhaps I’d found
the wrong passion.  Time passed, my
tenacity remained intact, and I’ve made
fewer boners, but I still make them.

�  I’ve never attached the warp under the
back beam, but have cut through all
the lease cords on the front beam
when removing a newly finished piece.
I now untie finished pieces at the front.

�  I’ve seen what appears to be a
perfectly woven piece only to take it off
the loom, turn it over and see a
treadling error right in the middle.  I
keep a mirror to check the back at
regular intervals if a mistake could be
easily missed on the side facing me.

�  I wove a piece to full only to find after
3 washings that it was “irrestringibile”
– unshrinkable.  It was when I bought
the wool; I just didn’t read the label.
Easily corrected.

�  I forgot to account for shrinkage in the
pre-planning stage and wove luncheon
instead of dinner napkins so had to
drop out of a napkin exchange.
Another mistake easily corrected.

I’ve lived through many misses including
counts and calculations, threadings, tie-
ups, treadlings, sett, fiber selection, color
mixes, pattern choices, technique, finish
work . . . but lived through them I have.
We all do.  It’s the price we’re willing to
pay to weave.  The real trick is not to
make the same mistakes over and over.
I used to tell employees that everyone
makes mistakes, creative people just
don’t make the same mistake twice; they
