Book Review: MaGee Grundmann

Rep Weave and Beyond, Joanne

Tallarovic, Interweave Press: Loveland,

Colorado.  2004.

Joanne Tallarovic has written a clear and
concise book about rep weave, or warp-
faced ripsmatta.  Her technique was
adapted and modified from a weave-form
with roots in traditional Swedish weaving.

Joanne takes you through the process in
a very logical way, starting with the
theory based on the Swedish model,
warping and weaving, and includes step-
by-step finishing and care instructions.

This book is a delightful smorgasbord of
patterns and an easy read.

Guild Constitution and Bylaws
Changes
The following changes were approved by
Guild Members at the October Meeting,
and will be included in the newly revised
edition of the Guild Yearbook:

I. Constitution

Section 1: The regular meetings of the
Guild shall be held at 10:00 a.m. on the
fourth Saturday of each month,
September through April, with the
following exceptions: there will be no
meeting in November; the December
meeting will be held before Christmas on
a Saturday selected by the Membership;
and the May meeting will be held on the
third Saturday of the month. The
Executive Board may change the date of
any regular meeting.

II. Bylaws –

A. ARTICLE V: DUES

Section 1: Annual dues of the Guild shall
be payable in May on a two (2) tiered
basis. Members who receive the Heddle
Herald via e-mail shall pay $20 (twenty
dollars).  Members who choose to
receive their newsletter through the
regular mail shall pay $20 (twenty
dollars) plus the costs of printing and
mailing the newsletter for a year.  These
costs will be reviewed by the Newsletter
Editor and changes shall be presented to
the membership in April of each year.

B. ARTICLE VI: COMMITTEES

G. Sunshine/Hospitality. The
Sunshine/Hospitality Chairman
recognizes illness, joys and sorrows
relevant to the guild members, and is
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authorized to send cards appropriate to
the occasion. The Chairman shall also
arrange for refreshments at each regular
Guild meeting.

I. Membership. The Membership
Chairman shall serve as a contact person
for prospective members, insure that
application brochures are at Guild
events, greet new members and get their
information for the Guild, and distribute
copies of the Member Weaving
Biography to the appropriate officers,
including President, Treasurer,
Newsletter Chair, Yearbook Chair and
Web Chair. The Membership Chair shall
also be responsible for assigning a
buddy to each new member and, if
desired, assist in selecting a mentor.

J. Guild Show. The Guild Show
Chairman shall be responsible for
organizing and coordinating a Guild
Show in a public venue. The Chair shall
recruit, coordinate and oversee all
committees necessary for putting on the
Show and related events..

Fort Worth Weavers Guild
Hanging Show Policy
The following policies govern Guild
Shows in which members’ work is hung
for public display:

1. Entries

a. All members of the Guild are
strongly encouraged to show
handwoven work.

b. All work submitted, with the
exception listed below (c), should
have been created since the
previous Guild Show.

c. An exception may be made for
members who weave on a limited
basis.  These members may submit
a handwoven piece of their choice
not previously hung in a FWWG
Show.

d. All items will be assessed
according to show criteria.  Criteria
for each show, including theme,
types and numbers of items will be
determined by the Show Chairman.

e. Every effort will be made to
hang all submitted pieces given
space limitations.

f. Any entry may be for sale.  All
items must hang for the duration of
the Show.

g. The FWWG is not liable for
damage or loss of work(s).  Every
effort will be made to return items in
the condition they were received.

2. Funding

a. The Guild Show may be funded
by any combination of the following:
endowment funds, entry fees, raffle
ticket sales, donations,
commissions from sales and
advertising.

b. The Endowment Fund should
be used as seed money and
reimbursed by income from other
funding sources to the extent
possible.

c. A nominal entry fee may be
charged for each item hung in the
Show.

d. The Show committee may hold
raffles during guild meetings to
raise funds for the show expenses.

e. The Show committee may have
a Show raffle with tickets to be sold
to the general public.

f. Monies may be generated from
advertisers in the Show brochure.

g. A commission of 20% of the
sale price on items sold in any
Guild-sponsored event will be used
for funding the Guild Show.  This
does not pertain to items that may
be assessed a commission by the
hosting establishment.

3. Sales

a. A sale may accompany a Guild
Show, and if so, items sold by Guild
members will be assessed a 20%
commission for all sales.  The Guild
will pay any fees associated with
the use of Heritage Arts charge
machine.

b. All items to be sold at Guild
sponsored sales must be
consistently tagged and coded
using the Guild criteria.

c. A complete inventory must
accompany the sale items.

“ Textiles, Textures, &
Treasures”  -- Fort Worth
Weaver’s Guild Show 2007
Criteria
In accordance with Guild policy the
following criteria will be in place for the
2007 Show at the Fort Worth Community
Arts Center:

1. Each member of the Guild is
encouraged to submit two items to
hang for the Show.

2. Items must have a handwoven
element and have been completed
since the last Guild Show in October
2005.

3. Guild members who weave on a
limited basis are encouraged to submit
handwoven items of their choosing
that have not been previously shown
at a FWWG Show.

4. Show entries may be offered for
sale; a 20% commission on items sold
will be paid to the CAC.  All entries
sold must hang for the entire length of
the Show.

5. A description of all items to be
shown must be provided to Lynn
Smetko by June 30, 2007, in order to
be included in the Show Brochure.
Select digital photographs may be
included in the brochure.  If you have
one available, a digital picture may
accompany your description.

6. Items to be hung in the Show will be
collected by Cynthia Bohnenblust by
August 1, 2007.  Items may be
submitted earlier to Nancy Berger,
Allison Gray or Margaret Humphries.

7. The 2007 Fort Worth Weavers Guild
Show will have a one-day sale on
Saturday, September 8th in
conjunction with the Gallery Night
Reception.  Twenty percent (20%) of
sale prices will be retained by the
Guild.  All items to be sold must be
tagged following Guild guidelines.  An
inventory must accompany the items
for sale.  MaGee Grundmann will
answer any questions about the Sale.

8. Items to be raffled to the general
public will be acquired from guild
members.  The items will be
purchased at ½ retail price with the
balance to be repaid proportionally, if
possible.  Guild members will be
asked to sell raffle tickets.

Notes on Buying a Loom . . .
Are you one of several guild members
who want to buy a loom?  We’ve had
several shoppers lately, and most, but
not all, want to purchase a pre-owned
loom.  Even a used loom is a rather
expensive tool, and since some would-be
owners may be fairly inexperienced
weavers, help may be needed to select
just the right loom.  William Koepp posted
this guide to shopping for an old or used
loom on www.weaving@quilt.net, and
gave permission to print it in the Herald
Heddle.  It’s also a good guide for those
who want to sell a loom or just maintain
the loom they have.

When looking at old looms or out of
production looms it pays to take time to
observe; many people look at things but
don©t really see the obvious.

�  First sight down the breast beam to
see if it’s straight, do the same with the
back beam and the beater (Try to control
your pulse rate, this isn©t the last floor
loom in the state.).  A loom that’s been
exposed to humidity or the weather may
have warped or split beams; if so, it might
not be worth much, as they’ll have to be
replaced.  Check the breast and back
beams for gouges or splits, these may
have to be repaired, a thing to consider.

�  Look for missing parts like treadles
or pawls; if there are old mounting holes,
some may have been removed and lost.

�  Give the loom a push on one corner,
does it rack?  A sturdy frame is important
if you©re interested in weaving rugs.
Check the bolt holes by removing a
couple and see if the holes are oval,
oblong, or nice and round. If they©re not
round and tight, it may mean the loom
has been used for very heavy beating.

This is a harder fix, but still fixable if you
know a woodworker.

�  Measure the loom©s depth, the
distance between the front and back
beams -- I©d try for one with good depth,
40-50” or more.  The shafts should be
about in the center of this distance for
most looms.

�  Check the ratchets carefully for
missing, cracked or chipped teeth.  Is a
ratchet solidly mounted?  Are the pawls
wobbly?

�  Try the brake out, lock it and try real
hard to turn the warp beam; parts for
these could be very hard to locate if it©s
no longer made.

�  Look for obvious repairs,
replacements (different wood or newer
wood), odd bolts that don©t match or
missing parts.

�  Canvas aprons (if any) can easily be
replaced; they’re not hard to make and
not important except as a bargaining
point.

�  The least important things to
consider are reeds and heddles; rust can
be removed or you can get new ones.
You’ll probably want to buy additional
reeds anyhow.  Heddles, the same.
Finish, the same; not very relevant -
anyone can sand down, varnish and add
new or put on a couple of coats of wax or
apply brushing lacquer.  Whatever it
takes it can be redone; don©t shop for
furniture when you©re looking for a floor
loom.  It is, however, a bargaining point
when and if you get that far.

�  I place very little value on the
species of the wood, as a pine loom of a
good solid design will weave better than
a poorly built loom made of a prettier
wood.

�  Remember to inquire about the loom
manual and any possible spare parts,
bench, shuttles, reeds, temples, tension
box, spool rack, books, weaver©s notes,
drafts, yarn, warp, etc. that may go along
in the sale.

�  Any loom in a box is chancy; you
may have no idea if anything is missing,
so the price should be much lower than
an assembled loom.  If the seller isn’t a
weaver, he or she will probably have no
real idea either; these are usually
inherited items or probably acquired for
reselling.  A loom in a box or basket may

be impossible to correctly assemble.  The
result might be a less than useful loom.

�  Pay no attention to the words “rare”
or “antique“, it’s easy to put these tags on
almost anything. Counter with outmoded
or out of production.  Actually, what might
well be rare are any available spare
parts.  Authentication of the provenience
is a lot more involved than Grandma’s
pencil-writing on a beam.  It’s true that
Shaker, Quaker and many other early
settlers used textile tools, but to pay a
premium for a loom based upon it©s
supposed provenience is very, very
chancy. Even museums get fooled
sometimes.  It’s a wooden machine
you’re interested in buying; look for
investments elsewhere.

�  If you buy an assembled working
loom, tag every part before
disassembling it to take it home: left,
right, top, front, rear.  Tag and bag any
bolts with their locations on the loom.
Assembling parts upside down or
backwards can lead to mysterious
problems later when the loom is warped,
threaded and sleyed; fixing a loom is
usually a lot easier if it isn©t already
warped up!

I didn’t want to do it, and put it off as long
as possible since I knew what would
happen.  Lynn and Margaret offered
another set of dye days, and I signed up.
Why?  Because everyone who attended

before had such a great time and
produced such lovely pieces, that I
couldn’t help myself.  I had dye envy.  I
had to try it, too.

Some of the group were returnees,
several from the earlier July dye bake,
one from as recently as the week before:
Evaline had such fun and was so
inspired by a piece of art she’d just seen
that she begged for another slot in this
group.  She knew exactly what she
wanted, as did the other “experienced”
dyers.

Evaline: A lady with a mission

I’ll admit that I didn’t pay any attention to
how others decided which colors to use –
perhaps it was to match a room or an
outfit or just make something using
favorite colors.  I brought a picture.  My
mission was clear, and I was determined
to meet the challenge.  Never having
worked with fiber dyes, I forged ahead,
staying true to one of the two mottoes of
my life – “no guts, no glory.”  Oblivious to
everyone else, I blithely poured and
squirted dyes together, and dabbed the
resulting mixtures onto filter paper until I
had six cups with just the right colors.

To the table and the carefully positioned
warp . . . While we finished mixing our
dyes, the returnees were well into the
dyeing process.  MaGee was supposed
to be my table mate, but when I was
ready to actually apply color to my warp,
she was finished.  A good table mate
always leaves plenty of space for her
partner; mine left me the entire thing.
What a gem.

So, there it was, a 4-yard expanse of
beautiful white silk just waiting.  Now, I

was a tad intimidated.  What if my colors
didn’t look as good as my picture
promised?  What if this was just another
mistake in what I smugly refer to as the
“creative process?”  What if the answers
to both questions confirmed my fears?
So what if they did?  I didn’t have to do
this again if I didn’t like the outcome.

Dottie & Katie: the family that dyes together . . .

A deep breath . . . I began dabbing at my
warp chains with stencil brushes, and
after a bit, the silk was no longer white.  I
loved my colors.  Once I rolled the newly
painted warp in plastic wrap, I laid out
another warp (a silk and cashmere blend
I brought home from Italy).  By now, I
was a pro; I had that warp painted in no
time.  Next step – wefts.  I decided that
each weft would be a single color so I
mixed and poured the appropriate dyes
onto the wefts, sealed them in their
respective baggies, packed up my
treasures, and headed home to wait for
the unveiling.  It was worth the wait.
Once the rinsing processes were
complete, I had exactly the colors I
wanted.

In addition to the excitement of seeing
the end product and having the
satisfaction of knowing the experiment
was a success, came the enjoyment of
working beside a congenial group,
laughing at ourselves, complimenting one
another and taking pleasure in the day.
We owe much of this in no small
measure to Lynn and Margaret who we
thank for their help and words of
encouragement.

I will never learn how to spin.  I’m afraid
to.  If I like it as much as this, I’m
doomed.  I knew this would happen.  I’m
looking forward to the next dye date – we
all are. Now I just need to weave my
scarves; I’m going to love them.
