Book Review: Ann Schrader

Weaving a Traditional Coverlet, A How-to
Book, Helen N. Jarvis

When | volunteered to review this book, |
didn’'t realize what a positive thing it
would be. For the past ten years, I've
wanted to use the beautiful red Swedish
wool and off-white cotton warp that is
part of my inherited stash to weave the

coverlet for which the thread was
purchased.
After reading Weaving a Traditional

Coverlet, A How-To Book by Helen N.
Jarvis, a fine step-by-step book for the
beginner coverlet weaver, my next
project will be a coverlet!

Mrs. Jarvis starts with the selection of a
pattern, emphasizing the importance of
scale. She explains how to make a
drawdown from a threading draft or from
an actual coverlet. Whether you want an
exact reproduction of an old coverlet or
want to make modifications, Mrs. Jarvis
has all of the answers: the old term
"tromp-as-writ" becomes clear. She also
suggests using templates to help make a
drawdown less tedious.

She covers everything from how to
choose the number of panels to be
woven, seam placement, borders and/or
fringes (woven, leno and knotted), pick-
up inscriptions, to seaming and finishing.
| was impressed by the hints she had for
all phases of weaving. She includes yarn
choices, warp measurement, loom
dressing with detailed beaming
instructions (back-to-front), and threading
and sleying tips.
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In the back of the book are blank record
keeping and planning worksheets, a nice
list of the most useful books on coverlets
... and a computer program for coverlet
calculations.

Mrs. Jarvis advises the weaver to "aim
for excellence" the first time, because it
might be the only coverlet she weaves.

3. Guild members who weave on a
limited basis are encouraged to submit
handwoven items of their choosing
that have not been previously shown
at a FWWG Show.

4. Show entries may be offered for
sale; a 20% commission on items sold
will be paid to the CAC. All entries
sold must hang for the entire length of
the Show.

5. A description of all items to be
shown must be provided to Lynn
Smetko by June 30, 2007, in order to
be included in the Show Brochure.
Select digital photographs may be
included in the brochure. If you have
one available, a digital picture may
accompany your description.

6. Items to be hung in the Show will be
collected by Cynthia Bohnenblust by
August 1, 2007. Items may be
submitted earlier to Nancy Berger,
Allison Gray or Margaret Humphries.

7. The 2007 Fort Worth Weavers Guild
Show will have a one-day sale on
Saturday,  September 8" in
conjunction with the Gallery Night
Reception. Twenty percent (20%) of
sale prices will be retained by the
Guild. All items to be sold must be
tagged following Guild guidelines. An
inventory must accompany the items
for sale. MaGee Grundmann will
answer any questions about the Sale.

8. Items to be raffled to the general
public will be acquired from guild
members. The items will be
purchased at % retail price with the
balance to be repaid proportionally, if
possible.

“...onthe Road again ... " —
Ann Schrader

On a recent trip to Phoenix and Sedona,
Arizona, two things were so outstanding
that | wanted to share them with you.

Following our flight to Phoenix, we
planned to make the Heard Museum our
first stop, but the airline canceled our
morning flight so we didn’t arrive early
enough in the afternoon to do justice to
any museum, much less one of such
magnitude. So, we went bright and early
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the next morning and to our delight,
found "free admission"” on Sundays. A
"private" docent tour for the four of us
made our stop very enjoyable.

In 1929, Dwight and Maie Heard chose a
location in central Phoenix to house their
personal art and artifacts collection.
Today, the focus of the Heard Museum is
on both traditional and contemporary
Native American art. There are more
than 35,000 items in its permanent
collection.

The Heard is a showcase for Native
American art and culture in the United
States, revealing the tribal cultures of the
region through exhibits, demonstrations
and live performances. During our visit,
a woman was demonstrating intricate
beading. There are also works by
contemporary Native American artists on
display: Life in a Cold Place, Arctic Art
from the Albrecht Inuit Art Collection will
be on exhibit through July of this year.

Sole Stories, American Indian Footwear,
traces the history of shoes. The exhibit
features various footwear - old and new -
worn by Native Americans. Decorated
with paint, beads, quills, fur and more
were moccasins, boots, tennis shoes,
mukluks, and the ice skates worn by the
first female Native American athlete to
participate in the Olympic Winter Games.

The Heard Museum is THE place to see
the best Native American art and get the
best information on Native American
history.

After our morning at the Heard, we drove
to Sedona - Red Rock Country. In
Sedona, we found Garland® Navajo Rug
Shop, where the delightful staff shared
their vast knowledge of the rugs. We
were invited into a locked room where

very old rugs are on display. They
realized we were only lookers, not
buyers, but took time to answer

questions and add to our understanding
of the rugs we saw.

In one area, they have a rug so amazing
I could not believe such a beautifully
handwoven rug was so huge and unique.
Go to http://www.garlandrugs.com to see
photographs of the rug, weaver and
weaving progress from beginning to the
end. Access the home page, look under
the "News" heading and click on the

September 1, 2006, "See it here!" listing
which will bring you to the pages
pertaining to this weaving.

Sarah Paul Begay's Rug

Sarah Paul Begay spent three years
weaving memories of her grandmother
and creation stories into this multi-
paneled rug. The Navajo woman from
Indian Wells, Arizona, dotted the border
with the imagery she remembers from
growing up on the reservation - her
grandmother® hogan, wagon, barrels,
palomino and a single white sheep. She
produced the colors from natural dyes
she made from Folgers and Yuban
coffees, stinkbugs, wild carrots and black
walnuts. Her efforts paid off August 18,
2006, when she won the Best of Show
award at the 85th Annual Santa Fe
Indian Market. Begay said she made the
rug as a tribute to her grandmother, who
taught her to weave.
@he last string | was pulling through, |
had tears streaming down my face,@she
said. @said, @hank you, Grandma.@

Contrary to what some may tell you
(especially those with a financial stake in
the matter) you needn't have a huge,
fancy loom to be a weaver. Many of us
fondly remember our first weaving
venture -- most of us had the same one —
potholders. My eldest grandson made
one for my birthday last year, and it
hangs proudly next to the silicone ones |
actually use. A potholder loom is
obviously one of the more simple looms,
and there are other tools and techniques
one can use to make beautiful,
handwoven pieces without taking up lots
of floor space or spending much money.
However, is there anyone reading this
who would be content with just a
potholder loom? | doubt it.

The moment | saw looms in the window
at Woolenworks in McKinney, | knew |
had to have one. Since I'd never woven,
they wouldn’t sell one until I'd “kicked a
few tires.” That was in September; by
February | had a 45" floor loom with 4
harnesses and room for 4 more. Those
other 4 were on the loom 2 months later.

I bought the second loom because I
needed something for workshops. |
hated this loom; it didn’'t weave like it's
very older, wonderful brother at
Woolenworks. | sold it, and used the
money to help pay for the one | have now
which weaves like a dream and is
beautiful to boot.

That should have been enough, but | had
loom-envy: more harnesses would help
weave fancy twills with plain weave
selvedges; a drawloom would let me
weave very intricate designs; a
countermarch would make rug weaving
better. Whatever | was craving at any
given moment, | never considered a loom
with a compu-dobby — it just didn’t seem
weaverly. Sam listened quietly to all my
musings about which loom would suit me
best, all the while keeping his own
counsel except for the rare comment that
I needed to sell something to buy
something else. My inability to decide
what | needed/wanted should have been
enough to set his mind at ease. It wasn't,
and he finally threw the wrong two cents
into the ante: “l think you need a loom
with a computer.”

Through Lorelei’s intervention on my
behalf, Maggie, my wonderful Australian
friend, entered my life even before | left
Texas for Italy. Once again, Lorelei wove
her magic wand, and | own another loom.

If you have an AVL, you'll may recognize
some bits from this pile of lumber that sits
in our living room. Even in this form it's a
warm and beautiful sight. How | acquired
it is a sad story, but like our new
members, Katherine Novak and Martha
Zinn, who bought Dorothea Engleman’s
looms, buying a loom from an estate is a
way to keep the memory of its former
owner alive in the things you weave on it.

“ Diane, the Loom”

I've had many gracious offers to help put
it together when | move it to my attic
studio, but | may decline. | know I'll need
assistance learning to use it, but part of
the fun of having a new loom, even a
gently used one, is getting out the tool
box and the owner's manual and
assembling it yourself. It's part of the

learning curve to becoming a weaver.
The ever-present curve can be gentle or
logarithmic in scope, but you learn
something new about the weaving
process all the time and find the roller
coaster ride exhilarating. | think of it as
an exciting puzzle, and learn as much
now as | did when | wove my first
potholder. It may not be much of one,
but I always find an “ah ha” moment in
weaving. This is going to be my steepest
curve, but it's a challenge | know | will
conquer.

Do any of us need three looms or that
much firepower to weave? Of course
not. My husband has more than one
chain saw. Who cares? | have more
than one loom, and because the latest
addition to my collection cost so much
less than a new one, | don’t have to sell
something to get something. All of you
new or less-experienced weavers who
don’t yet have a loom are going to have
such a grand time. Kick a few tires, and
enjoy the ride from potholder loom to
your first “real” loom.

Book Review: Ann Schrader

Weaving a Traditional Coverlet, A How-to
Book, Helen N. Jarvis

When | volunteered to review this book, |
didn't realize what a positive thing it
would be. For the past ten years, I've
wanted to use the beautiful red Swedish
wool and off-white cotton warp that is
part of my inherited stash to weave the

coverlet for which the thread was
purchased.
After reading Weaving a Traditional

Coverlet, A How-To Book by Helen N.
Jarvis, a fine step-by-step book for the
beginner coverlet weaver, my next
project will be a coverlet!

Mrs. Jarvis starts with the selection of a
pattern, emphasizing the importance of
scale. She explains how to make a
drawdown from a threading draft or from
an actual coverlet. Whether you want an
exact reproduction of an old coverlet or
want to make modifications, Mrs. Jarvis
has all of the answers: the old term
"tromp-as-writ" becomes clear. She also
suggests using templates to help make a
drawdown less tedious.

She covers everything from how to
choose the number of panels to be
woven, seam placement, borders and/or
fringes (woven, leno and knotted), pick-
up inscriptions, to seaming and finishing.
| was impressed by the hints she had for
all phases of weaving. She includes yarn
choices, warp measurement, loom
dressing with detailed beaming
instructions (back-to-front), and threading
and sleying tips.
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In the back of the book are blank record
keeping and planning worksheets, a nice
list of the most useful books on coverlets
... and a computer program for coverlet
calculations.

Mrs. Jarvis advises the weaver to "aim
for excellence" the first time, because it
might be the only coverlet she weaves.

This book, and others, may be checked
out from the Guild's extensive library by
contacting Sue Freeman.

5. A description of all items to be
shown must be provided to Lynn
Smetko by June 30, 2007, in order to
be included in the Show Brochure.
Select digital photographs may be
included in the brochure. If you have
one available, a digital picture may
accompany your description.

6. Items to be hung in the Show will be
collected by Cynthia Bohnenblust by
August 1, 2007. Items may be
submitted earlier to Nancy Berger,
Allison Gray or Margaret Humphries.

7. The 2007 Fort Worth Weavers Guild
Show will have a one-day sale on
Saturday,  September 8" in
conjunction with the Gallery Night
Reception.

On a recent trip to Phoenix and Sedona,
Arizona, two things were so outstanding
that | wanted to share them with you.

Following our flight to Phoenix, we
planned to make the Heard Museum our
first stop, but the airline canceled our
morning flight so we didn't arrive early
enough in the afternoon to do justice to
any museum, much less one of such
magnitude. So, we went bright and early

4
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the next morning and to our delight,
found "free admission"” on Sundays. A
"private" docent tour for the four of us
made our stop very enjoyable.

In 1929, Dwight and Maie Heard chose a
location in central Phoenix to house their
personal art and artifacts collection.
Today, the focus of the Heard Museum is
on both traditional and contemporary
Native American art. There are more
than 35,000 items in its permanent
collection.

The Heard is a showcase for Native
American art and culture in the United
States, revealing the tribal cultures of the
region through exhibits, demonstrations
and live performances. During our visit,
a woman was demonstrating intricate
beading. There are also works by
contemporary Native American artists on
display: Life in a Cold Place, Arctic Art
from the Albrecht Inuit Art Collection will
be on exhibit through July of this year.

Sole Stories, American Indian Footwear,
traces the history of shoes. The exhibit
features various footwear - old and new -
worn by Native Americans. Decorated
with paint, beads, quills, fur and more
were moccasins, boots, tennis shoes,
mukluks, and the ice skates worn by the
first female Native American athlete to
participate in the Olympic Winter Games.

The Heard Museum is THE place to see
the best Native American art and get the
best information on Native American
history.

After our morning at the Heard, we drove
to Sedona - Red Rock Country. In
Sedona, we found Garland® Navajo Rug
Shop, where the delightful staff shared
their vast knowledge of the rugs. We
were invited into a locked room where

very old rugs are on display. They
realized we were only lookers, not
buyers, but took time to answer

guestions and add to our understanding
of the rugs we saw.

In one area, they have a rug so amazing
I could not believe such a beautifully
handwoven rug was so huge and unique.
Go to the Garland Rugs web site see
photographs of the rug, weaver and
weaving progress from beginning to the
end. Access the home page, look under
the "News" heading and click on the

September 1, 2006, "See it here!" listing
which will bring you to the pages
pertaining to this weaving.

To see the rug on another web site, and
read more about the weaver and the
award she won at the 2006 Indian Market
in Santa Fe access the Indian County
web site. I'll copy some of the pertinent
parts for those of you who don't have
computer access.

Sarah Paul Begay's Rug

Sarah Paul Begay spent three years
weaving memories of her grandmother
and creation stories into this multi-
paneled rug. The Navajo woman from
Indian Wells, Arizona, dotted the border
with the imagery she remembers from
growing up on the reservation - her
grandmother® hogan, wagon, barrels,
palomino and a single white sheep. She
produced the colors from natural dyes
she made from Folgers and Yuban
coffees, stinkbugs, wild carrots and black
walnuts. Her efforts paid off August 18,
2006, when she won the Best of Show
award at the 85th Annual Santa Fe
Indian Market. Begay said she made the
rug as a tribute to her grandmother, who
taught her to weave.
@he last string | was pulling through, |
had tears streaming down my face,@she
said. @said, @hank you, Grandma.@

Contrary to what some may tell you
(especially those with a financial stake in
the matter) you needn't have a huge,
fancy loom to be a weaver. Many of us
fondly remember our first weaving
venture -- most of us had the same one *
potholders. My eldest grandson made
one for my birthday last year, and it
hangs proudly next to the silicone ones |
actually use. A potholder loom is
obviously one of the more simple looms,
and there are other tools and techniques
one can use to make beautiful,
handwoven pieces without taking up lots
of floor space or spending much money.
However, is there anyone reading this
who would be content with just a
potholder loom? | doubt it.

The moment | saw looms in the window
at Woolenworks in McKinney, | knew |
had to have one. Since I'd never woven,
they wouldn't sell one until I'd #icked a
few tires.° That was in September; by
February | had a 45° floor loom with 4
harnesses and room for 4 more. Those
other 4 were on the loom 2 months later.

I bought the second loom because I
needed something for workshops. |
hated this loom; it didn't weave like it's
very older, wonderful brother at
Woolenworks. | sold it, and used the
money to help pay for the one | have now
which weaves like a dream and is
beautiful to boot.

That should have been enough, but | had
loom-envy: more harnesses would help
weave fancy twills with plain weave
selvedges; a drawloom would let me
weave very intricate designs; a
countermarch would make rug weaving
better. Whatever | was craving at any
given moment, | never considered a loom
with a compu-dobby # it just didn't seem
weaverly. Sam listened quietly to all my
musings about which loom would suit me
best, all the while keeping his own
counsel except for the rare comment that
I needed to sell something to buy
something else. My inability to decide
what | needed/wanted should have been
enough to set his mind at ease. It wasn't,
and he finally threw the wrong two cents

into the ante: 3 think you need a loom
with a computer.®

Through Lorelei's intervention on my
behalf, Maggie, my wonderful Australian
friend, entered my life even before | left
Texas for Italy. Once again, Lorelei wove
her magic wand, and | own another loom.

If you have an AVL, you'll may recognize
some bits from this pile of lumber that sits
in our living room. Even in this form it's a
warm and beautiful sight. How | acquired
it is a sad story, but like our new
members, Katherine Novak and Martha
Zinn, who bought Dorothea Engleman's
looms, buying a loom from an estate is a
way to keep the memory of its former
owner alive in the things you weave on it.

“ Diane, the Loom”

I've had many gracious offers to help put
it together when | move it to my attic
studio, but | may decline. | know I'll need
assistance learning to use it, but part of
the fun of having a new loom, even a
gently used one, is getting out the tool
box and the owner's manual and
assembling it yourself. It's part of the
learning curve to becoming a weaver.
The ever-present curve can be gentle or
logarithmic in scope, but you learn
something new about the weaving
process all the time and find the roller
coaster ride exhilarating. | think of it as
an exciting puzzle, and learn as much
now as | did when | wove my first
potholder. It may not be much of one,
but | always find an 2ah ha® moment in
weaving. This is going to be my steepest
curve, but it's a challenge | know | will
conquer.

Do any of us need three looms or that
much firepower to weave? Of course
not. My husband has more than one
chain saw. Who cares? | have more
than one loom, and because the latest

addition to my collection cost so much
less than a new one, | don't have to sell
something to get something. All of you
new or less-experienced weavers who
don't yet have a loom are going to have
such a grand time. Kick a few tires, and
enjoy the ride from potholder loom to
your first 2real® loom.
