Patterns for Tapestry Weaving: Projects and
Techniques, Nancy Harvey. Pacific Search
Press: Seattle, Washington, 1984c.

I've been fascinated by weaving since |
read a story about a young pioneer girl
who had to weave as part of her daily
chores. My first opportunity to weave,
however, didn't come about until 30

years later when | attended a
Southwestern tapestry weaving class.
As | explore other types of weaving, |®@e
discovered that my foundation structure
is tapestry so when asked to review a
book on tapestry, | chose this one.

Patterns for Tapestry Weaving is a
companion book to the previously
published The Guide to Successful
Tapestry Weaving. Although in Patterns
.. ., Harvey often refers to page numbers
and background information in the first
work, it isn't necessary to have both
books. As the individual patterns are
examined, all of the basics are discussed
and explained in this second work.

The format is a self-study text based on
progressively more complex patterns
designed to teach the techniques as well
as the steps necessary to weave a
tapestry. From the introduction, Harvey
proceeds to a discussion about loom
selection, including building, warping,
and weaving on a nail frame loom.

Actual weaving begins with a study guide
for the first sampler. The techniques
discussed are the basic principles of
weaving, slit techniques for adjoining
colors, warp and weft interlock, horizontal
and vertical strips, rounded shapes, lazy
lines, and outlines.

The second sampler continues the
development of techniques, and includes
the additional topics of adding a color,
hatching, and circles. Variations on
these techniques are explained and
augmented with discussions on double
weft interlock; soumak; spots of color;
and blending. Harvey also offers a
comparison of the different techniques,
which serves as a review and picture
dictionary.

The final section is a guide to nineteen
different patterns. Details of pattern

preparation  followed by  specific
information and instructions to weave the
design are presented. Individual

differences and style are encouraged
throughout the discussions of all of the
designs. This is a definite strongpoint
because design change is possible at
any time during the weaving of the
patterns.

| found this book to be well-written and

interesting. The instructions concerning
the techniques are easy to understand
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and the accompanying diagrams are
clear. The author provides a variety of
subject matter in the patterns that
progressed logically from the simple to
the more complex. I would
recommended this book to weavers
interested in beginning a study of
tapestry or to those who want to advance
their skills.

Summer 2007 Meetings

It's summer, and you really need to get
out of the house, away from the kids, the
husband. The challenge of getting ready
for the big Show in September is getting
on your last nerve. Come join us at one
of our Summer 2007 Meetings. These
are fun, bring-your-lunch events where
absolutely no Guild business is
conducted. You may attend one or all of
the following —

Sunday, June 24: Card Weaving
with Michael Cook.

Card Weaving 101: Basics (morning) -
Students will learn the basics of card
weaving, including how to warp (and
warp FAST!), and weave basic patterns.

This class will use pre-warped tablets to
get to the weaving sooner. Michael will
warp the first batch for us at home, then
show how it's done and give everyone a
chance to practice.

We'll cover simple black and white
patterns, including warp-wise and weft-
wise strips, checks and chevrons.

A $15 materials fee covers handouts,
pre-warped packet of 15 tablets and yarn
for the weft. You will need to bring some
sort of tensioning devise — an Inkle loom
works perfectly, but two clamps and a
board will do fine. Or, in a pinch, we can
tie you to the table backstrap-style.
Scissors and other necessary tools will

be provided. If you already have tablets
and want to bring them already warped,
the handouts and incidentals are
available for $2. Please contact Michael
for detailed information on how to set up
the loom!

Card Weaving 102: Advanced
Techniques (afternoon) - After lunch,
we’ll cover more advanced methods
for turned-pattern and supplemental-
weft decoration.

Three techniques will be covered in this
class: Egyptian diagonals, double-face
and brocade. Double-face and brocade
can be used for a wide variety of
lettering, imagery and other designs.

Students will work on the SAME set of
tablets used in Card Weaving 101. If you
want an additional set of cards, however,
please include a second $15 supply fee.

The workshop is limited to 15
participants, and you must sign-up by
June 2 to allow Michael time to prepare
the materials. To sign up after May 19,
contact Margaret Arafat or Ann Schrader.

Saturday, July 28: Flower Pounding
with Dotty Thomas.

Dotty will teach us to transfer lovely
botanical images to cloth. She will have
a dishtowel pre-mordanted with alum and
cream of tartar as well as paper for use
by each participant.

Release that tension . . . pound a flower!

Dotty has done extensive (and
enthusiastic) research on the pounded
flower project. In her previous research,
she’s pounded botanicals on silk and
cotton using fern, impatiens, lantana,

bougainvillea, pansies, Persian shield
plant, pinks, caladium, Rose of Sharon,
begonias, geraniums, marigold, coleus,
Japanese maple, and wild grapevines.

Each participant needs to bring --

botanicals,
a small wooden cutting board,
a small flat headed hammer, such
as a tack hammer,
$3.00 to cover cost of the towels,
and a sack lunch.

Lynn Smetko -- | took several classes
from Bonnie Inouye and no one else - it
was my Bonnie conference and my head
is still spinning! Aside from learning what
she was teaching in each class (tie-up
workshop, the flowing line, turned
taquete), | marveled at how skilled she
was in using her weaving software,
Fibreworks PCW, which | also own.
There were enough commands that | had
never seen that as soon as | got home, |
called the company and upgraded (for
free!) my Silver 4.1 software from version
6 to 16. Hadn’t done that recently, had 1?

| was also impressed with how wonderful
it was to sit in a class and have the
instructor use a computer connected to a
projector. The amount of material that
she was able to show us was amazing.
Her weaving software was up and
running, and we could see everything
she was doing on the "big screen." To
support drafts that she was making, she
had only to open her photo file and show
us what she was talking about. Many
people in the classes didn't own
computer software (although a lot of
them wanted to buy it after seeing what it
could do), and some didn® even use
computers. A few felt that the classes
were over their heads because of this. |
really don® think that's true, and wish
they didn®feel that way. One can learn
so much more by virtue of the instructor
being able to take advantage of
technology, and quickly show how to
build a draft and then let us see one draft
variation after another. Whether or not
students use weaving software is
irrelevant to the varieties of drafting that
the instructor presents in class. Those
who don®use computers to draft projects
can still take away what they learned
about the topic, and apply it to the drafts
that they make by hand.

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The Wonderful World of Fibre -
Lynne Lovett

This is the first in a series of articles in
which we’ll look at the properties of the
fibre with which we work. Here's the
plan: we’ll begin with a general
discussion, follow with an exploration of
natural- and man-made fibre, and end
with a look at the newest, high-tech fibre
available to wus as handweavers.
Hopefully, we’ll move into fabric structure
after that. It would be wonderful if
someone would be willing to write about
yarns (plain, complex, novelty, etc) as a
bridge between the fibre and structure
articles — volunteers?

The weaver’s art is often an intuitive one
as we select the fibre and structure to
create our cloth. The combination will
often determine the success or failure of
the finished product. Generally, we start
with the fibre when planning. Even the
authors of my 1982 version of The Vogue
Sewing Book talk about the importance
of fibore in a fabric: “Although its
properties may be altered by yarn and
fabric  structure and by finishing
treatments, ultimately a fabric’'s origin
[fibre] and chemistry are its soul.” (p. 36)

Fibre types basically fall into two
categories — natural or man-made.
Although some natural fibre are from
minerals (asbestos) or metals, most of
our weaving fibre from this broad
category will be either from animals
(protein) or plants (cellulose). No matter
their origin, natural fibres are not
perfectly uniform. The irregularities in
their formation are what give them their
distinction, and for us as weavers, make
them more forgiving than many man-
made fibre.

Among the cellulose fibre we’ll look at will
be cotton and linen, as well as bamboo,
hemp and other less common plant fibre.
Then we’ll examine protein fibre,
including wool, other hair fibre (mohair,
alpaca, angora, etc.) and silk.

Even though, as weavers, many of us
shy away from man-made fibre, we’ll
examine both those derived from natural
materials (such as cellulose or protein --
rayon, soy silk, etc.) as well as those that
are synthesized or developed from basic
chemical sources. Many advances have

been made recently, and new fibres are
more available to weavers, so a few of
them will be included in this exploration.

Before examining individual fibre, the
following is a brief generalization of the
two main categories of natural fibre --

1. Cellulose fibre come from the seed,
stem or leaves of a plant, and have
the following in common:

Good absorbency. They are
especially good for towels, and their
absorbency makes them comfortable
to wear in warm climates.

Can withstand relatively high
temperatures. They can be boiled to
sterilize or dye, and can be ironed at
high temperatures.

No fibre memory. The downside of
this is that fabrics made of cellulose
fibre wrinkle profusely. The up side is
that they will hold pleats and crinkles
well — at least until the next washing.

Lack loft. The fibre packs well into
a compact yarn and can be used to
make higher count fabrics.

Resistant to moths, but
susceptible to mildew.

In general, wet strength is greater
than dry strength (why they make
good rags, and also, | suspect, why
misting or humidifying linen warps
helps.)

2. Natural protein fibre also have many
characteristics in common:

High resiliency. Fabrics made of
protein fibre (especially wool & hair)
resist wrinkling and will hang out
between each wearing.

Weaker when wet so handle
carefully during wet-finishing.

Harmed by alkali. Use a neutral
soap or detergent. Perspiration will
weaken the fibre.

Harmed by oxidizing agents.
Chlorine bleach will damage fibre.

Responds better to moist heat
(steaming or a damp press cloth)
when ironing. Avoid dry heat.

very

This general discussion of fibre seems to
be a good place to include information on
using a burn test to help identify the fibre
in your mystery yarn. While not
definitive, the following will help you
identify most of your yarn. If you suspect
the sample is a blend, testing several
times may help sort out fibre contents.

A simple disclaimer here: use all
necessary safety precautions! Use a
work surface made of materials that
won't burn, dispose of burned remnants
in inflammable receptacles, and work in a
well-ventilated area, etc.

To do a burn test, cut yarn into 4" to 6”
lengths, and fold double. Holding the
fibre with tweezers, ignite the ends, using
a small votive candle rather than a
match. Watch how the fibre reacts as it
approaches the flame. Pay attention to
the odor of the smoke and the color of
the smoke and flame. Let the ash cool
and examine it.

The following information is gathered
from several burn charts and is arranged
alphabetically by fibre, within the two
main categories of natural and man-
made:
Natural Fibre
1. Bast Fibre (flax, jute, ramie, hemp,
linen, sisal, coir)

Ignites quickly and doesn't shrink
from the flame. Continues to burn
when removed from the flame. Burns
less quickly than cotton.

Odor: burning leaves or wood

Ash: light gray and feathery

2. Cotton

Ignites quickly with a yellow flame
and doesn’t shrink from the flame.
Continues to burn rapidly when
removed from the source flame, and
may have an afterglow.

Odor: burning paper or wood

Ash: light ash, easily blows away
(may be dark if cotton is mercerized)

3. Silk
Burns slowly and may curl away
from the flame. Self-extinguishing
when removed from the flame.
Odor: burning hair or feathers
Ash: brittle, crushable, shiny dark
bead

4. Wool & other hair fibre (alpaca,
cashmere, mohair)

Burns slowly and more difficult to
ignite than silk.  Self-extinguishing
when removed from the source flame.

Odor: burning hair (stronger than
silk)

Ash: brittle, dark, irregular bead
that is easily crushed and forms a
hard ash
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1.

Some man-made fibre

Acetate

Burns and melts. Fuses away
from the flame and continues to melt
when flame is removed.

Odor: vinegar

Ash: hard, black, irregular bead
which is difficult to crush
Acrylic (monocrylic & polycrylic)

Flares at match touch and burns
quickly with a hot, sputtering flame
(drip danger). Self-extinguishing
when removed from flame, but
continues to melt.

Odor: strong, acrid, chemical

Ash: no ash, just a hard, dark,
irregular plastic-looking bead that
won't crush

Nylon

Rate of burn varies with fibre/fabric
treatment. Melts without burning in
flame, and shrinks away from flame.
Self-extinguishes when removed from
flame, but continues to melt slowly.

Odor: not always distinguishable.
Celery

Ash: no ash, but a hard, gray,
non-crushable bead

Polyester

Quick burning, fuses, shrinks away
from the flame, melts. Not always
self-extinguishing when flame s
removed, and continues to melt

Odor: slightly sweet, chemical,
acidic

Ash: no ash, hard, dark, round
bead that won’t crush

Rayon & tencel

Scorches and burns quickly and
may flare. Burns more quickly than
cotton. Bright yellow flame. May
continue to burn when the flame is
removed.

Odor: burning wood or paper

Ash: no bead (unless there is a
finish on the yarn/fabric). Soft gray,
flaky ash

Spandex (lycra)

Melts slowly and shrinks from
flame. Self-extinguishes when flame
is removed, but continues to melt.

Odor: acidic, sharp, bitter

Ash: plastic bead, gummy

Patterns for Tapestry Weaving: Projects and
Techniques, Nancy Harvey. Pacific Search
Press: Seattle, Washington, 1984c.

I've been fascinated by weaving since |
read a story about a young pioneer girl
who had to weave as part of her daily
chores. My first opportunity to weave,
however, didn't come about until 30

years later when | attended a
Southwestern tapestry weaving class.
As | explore other types of weaving, |®@e
discovered that my foundation structure
is tapestry so when asked to review a
book on tapestry, | chose this one.

Patterns for Tapestry Weaving is a
companion book to the previously
published The Guide to Successful
Tapestry Weaving. Although in Patterns
.. ., Harvey often refers to page numbers
and background information in the first
work, it isn't necessary to have both
books. As the individual patterns are
examined, all of the basics are discussed
and explained in this second work.

The format is a self-study text based on
progressively more complex patterns
designed to teach the techniques as well
as the steps necessary to weave a
tapestry. From the introduction, Harvey
proceeds to a discussion about loom
selection, including building, warping,
and weaving on a nail frame loom.

Actual weaving begins with a study guide
for the first sampler. The techniques
discussed are the basic principles of
weaving, slit techniques for adjoining
colors, warp and weft interlock, horizontal
and vertical strips, rounded shapes, lazy
lines, and outlines.

The second sampler continues the
development of techniques, and includes
the additional topics of adding a color,
hatching, and circles. Variations on
these techniques are explained and
augmented with discussions on double
weft interlock; soumak; spots of color;
and blending. Harvey also offers a
comparison of the different techniques,
which serves as a review and picture
dictionary.

The final section is a guide to nineteen
different patterns. Details of pattern

preparation  followed by  specific
information and instructions to weave the
design are presented. Individual

differences and style are encouraged
throughout the discussions of all of the
designs. This is a definite strongpoint
because design change is possible at
any time during the weaving of the
patterns.

| found this book to be well-written and

interesting. The instructions concerning
the techniques are easy to understand
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and the accompanying diagrams are
clear. The author provides a variety of
subject matter in the patterns that
progressed logically from the simple to
the more complex. I would
recommended this book to weavers
interested in beginning a study of
tapestry or to those who want to advance
their skills.

Sunday, June 24: Card Weaving
with Michael Cook.

Card Weaving 101: Basics (morning) -
Students will learn the basics of card
weaving, including how to warp (and
warp FAST!), and weave basic patterns.

This class will use pre-warped tablets to
get to the weaving sooner. Michael will
warp the first batch for us at home, then
show how it's done and give everyone a
chance to practice.

We'll cover simple black and white
patterns, including warp-wise and weft-
wise strips, checks and chevrons.

A $15 materials fee covers handouts,
pre-warped packet of 15 tablets and yarn
for the weft. You will need to bring some
sort of tensioning devise + an Inkle loom
works perfectly, but two clamps and a
board will do fine. Or, in a pinch, we can
tie you to the table backstrap-style.
Scissors and other necessary tools will

be provided. If you already have tablets
and want to bring them already warped,
the handouts and incidentals are
available for $2. Please contact Michael
for detailed information on how to set up
the loom!

Card Weaving 102: Advanced
Techniques (afternoon) - After lunch,
we'll cover more advanced methods
for turned-pattern and supplemental-
weft decoration.

Three techniques will be covered in this
class: Egyptian diagonals, double-face
and brocade. Double-face and brocade
can be used for a wide variety of
lettering, imagery and other designs.

There were enough commands that | had
never seen that as soon as | got home, |
called the company and upgraded (for
free!) my Silver 4.1 software from version
6 to 16. Hadn't done that recently, had I?

| was also impressed with how wonderful
it was to sit in a class and have the
instructor use a computer connected to a
projector. The amount of material that
she was able to show us was amazing.
Her weaving software was up and
running, and we could see everything
she was doing on the "big screen." To
support drafts that she was making, she
had only to open her photo file and show
us what she was talking about. Many
people in the classes didn't own
computer software (although a lot of
them wanted to buy it after seeing what it
could do), and some didn® even use
computers. A few felt that the classes
were over their heads because of this. |
really don® think that's true, and wish
they didn®feel that way. One can learn
so much more by virtue of the instructor
being able to take advantage of
technology, and quickly show how to
build a draft and then let us see one draft
variation after another. Whether or not
students use weaving software is
irrelevant to the varieties of drafting that
the instructor presents in class. Those
who don®use computers to draft projects
can still take away what they learned
about the topic, and apply it to the drafts
that they make by hand.

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The Wonderful World of Fibre =+
Lynne Lovett

This is the first in a series of articles in
which we'll look at the properties of the
fibre with which we work. Here's the
plan: we'll begin with a general
discussion, follow with an exploration of
natural- and man-made fibre, and end
with a look at the newest, high-tech fibre
available to wus as handweavers.
Hopefully, we'll move into fabric structure
after that. It would be wonderful if
someone would be willing to write about
yarns (plain, complex, novelty, etc) as a
bridge between the fibre and structure
articles * volunteers?

The weaver's art is often an intuitive one
as we select the fibre and structure to
create our cloth. The combination will
often determine the success or failure of
the finished product. Generally, we start
with the fibre when planning. Even the
authors of my 1982 version of The Vogue
Sewing Book talk about the importance
of fibore in a fabric: @Although its
properties may be altered by yarn and
fabric  structure and by finishing
treatments, ultimately a fabric's origin
[fibre] and chemistry are its soul.® (p. 36)

Fibre types basically fall into two
categories + natural or man-made.
Although some natural fibre are from
minerals (asbestos) or metals, most of
our weaving fibre from this broad
category will be either from animals
(protein) or plants (cellulose). No matter
their origin, natural fibres are not
perfectly uniform. The irregularities in
their formation are what give them their
distinction, and for us as weavers, make
them more forgiving than many man-
made fibre.

Among the cellulose fibre we'll look at will
be cotton and linen, as well as bamboo,
hemp and other less common plant fibre.
Then we'll examine protein fibre,
including wool, other hair fibre (mohair,
alpaca, angora, etc.) and silk.

Even though, as weavers, many of us
shy away from man-made fibre, we'l
examine both those derived from natural
materials (such as cellulose or protein --
rayon, soy silk, etc.) as well as those that
are synthesized or developed from basic
chemical sources. Many advances have

been made recently, and new fibres are
more available to weavers, so a few of
them will be included in this exploration.

Before examining individual fibre, the
following is a brief generalization of the
two main categories of natural fibre --

1. Cellulose fibre come from the seed,
stem or leaves of a plant, and have
the following in common:

Good absorbency. They are
especially good for towels, and their
absorbency makes them comfortable
to wear in warm climates.

Can withstand relatively high
temperatures. They can be boiled to
sterilize or dye, and can be ironed at
high temperatures.

No fibre memory. The downside of
this is that fabrics made of cellulose
fibre wrinkle profusely. The up side is
that they will hold pleats and crinkles
well + at least until the next washing.

Lack loft. The fibre packs well into
a compact yarn and can be used to
make higher count fabrics.

Resistant to moths, but
susceptible to mildew.

In general, wet strength is greater
than dry strength (why they make
good rags, and also, | suspect, why
misting or humidifying linen warps
helps.)

2. Natural protein fibre also have many
characteristics in common:

High resiliency. Fabrics made of
protein fibre (especially wool & hair)
resist wrinkling and will hang out
between each wearing.

Weaker when wet so handle
carefully during wet-finishing.

Harmed by alkali. Use a neutral
soap or detergent. Perspiration will
weaken the fibre.

Harmed by oxidizing agents.
Chlorine bleach will damage fibre.

Responds better to moist heat
(steaming or a damp press cloth)
when ironing. Avoid dry heat.

very

This general discussion of fibre seems to
be a good place to include information on
using a burn test to help identify the fibre
in your mystery yarn. While not
definitive, the following will help you
identify most of your yarn. If you suspect
the sample is a blend, testing several
times may help sort out fibre contents.

A simple disclaimer here: use all
necessary safety precautions! Use a
work surface made of materials that
won't burn, dispose of burned remnants
in inflammable receptacles, and work in a
well-ventilated area, etc.

To do a burn test, cut yarn into 4° to 6°
lengths, and fold double. Holding the
fibre with tweezers, ignite the ends, using
a small votive candle rather than a
match. Watch how the fibre reacts as it
approaches the flame. Pay attention to
the odor of the smoke and the color of
the smoke and flame. Let the ash cool
and examine it.

The following information is gathered
from several burn charts and is arranged
alphabetically by fibre, within the two
main categories of natural and man-
made:
Natural Fibre
1. Bast Fibre (flax, jute, ramie, hemp,
linen, sisal, coir)

Ignites quickly and doesn't shrink
from the flame. Continues to burn
when removed from the flame. Burns
less quickly than cotton.

Odor: burning leaves or wood

Ash: light gray and feathery

2. Cotton

Ignites quickly with a yellow flame
and doesn't shrink from the flame.
Continues to burn rapidly when
removed from the source flame, and
may have an afterglow.

Odor: burning paper or wood

Ash: light ash, easily blows away
(may be dark if cotton is mercerized)

3. Silk
Burns slowly and may curl away
from the flame. Self-extinguishing
when removed from the flame.
Odor: burning hair or feathers
Ash: brittle, crushable, shiny dark
bead

4. Wool & other hair fibre (alpaca,
cashmere, mohair)

Burns slowly and more difficult to
ignite than silk.  Self-extinguishing
when removed from the source flame.

Odor: burning hair (stronger than
silk)

Ash: brittle, dark, irregular bead
that is easily crushed and forms a
hard ash
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1.

Some man-made fibre

Acetate

Burns and melts. Fuses away
from the flame and continues to melt
when flame is removed.

Odor: vinegar

Ash: hard, black, irregular bead
which is difficult to crush
Acrylic (monocrylic & polycrylic)

Flares at match touch and burns
quickly with a hot, sputtering flame
(drip danger). Self-extinguishing
when removed from flame, but
continues to melt.

Odor: strong, acrid, chemical

Ash: no ash, just a hard, dark,
irregular plastic-looking bead that
won't crush

Nylon

Rate of burn varies with fibre/fabric
treatment. Melts without burning in
flame, and shrinks away from flame.
Self-extinguishes when removed from
flame, but continues to melt slowly.

Odor: not always distinguishable.
Celery

Ash: no ash, but a hard, gray,
non-crushable bead

Polyester

Quick burning, fuses, shrinks away
from the flame, melts. Not always
self-extinguishing when flame s
removed, and continues to melt

Odor: slightly sweet, chemical,
acidic

Ash: no ash, hard, dark, round
bead that won't crush

Rayon & tencel

Scorches and burns quickly and
may flare. Burns more quickly than
cotton. Bright yellow flame. May
continue to burn when the flame is
removed.

Odor: burning wood or paper

Ash: no bead (unless there is a
finish on the yarn/fabric). Soft gray,
flaky ash

Spandex (lycra)

Melts slowly and shrinks from
flame. Self-extinguishes when flame
is removed, but continues to melt.

Odor: acidic, sharp, bitter

Ash: plastic bead, gummy
